NOTES FROM THE PARISH LIBRARY
There is a new book in the parish library, definitely worth reading, especially
by old-timers who remember Sisters Marie Gerard and Margaret Jo (and
later, Sisters Justine and Coletta). Called “By God’s Providence,” it is a history
of the St. Francis of Assisi congregation by a former Director, Sister Doris Pe-
howski, OSF. She Started religious life as an English teacher, later became
vocation director for the congregation, then served as a college campus minis-
ter and parish pastoral minister. She claims she is not a historian, but you could
fool me. This book is history as told by one who understands how it should be
written.

This reader was most fascinated by the early history of the congregation, when
a group of Franciscan lay tertiaries left Bavaria for Milwaukee (in 1849) to
start a new religious community that was to have a significant impact on the
Church in the Midwest. The difficulties were enormous and complicated, only the
book itself can adequately describe them. For example, the founders left the
congregation in 1860, convinced that they had failed in their original purpose.
Eleven sisters survived the split.

Several years later the congregation split again, this time by a relocation of
the motherhouse to LaCrosse, where the present-day “Sisters of Perpetual Ado-
ration” have an impressive convent, hospital, and even a college. The Sisters of
St. Francis remained in the Milwaukee diocese, where they are now a “papal
congregation” (no longer subject to the authority of the Archbishop of Milwau-
kee). It is from that congregation that the Sisters came who served this parish as
well.

This review is too short on space to finish the story, the most interesting part of
which is the impact of Vatican Il on religious orders. But the book is recom-
mended reading for a number of reasons, not the least of which is the modern
survival of the original congregation, faced with difficulties that would have
sunk an ordinary group without trace if it were not for its response to the call-
ing of the Holy Spirit.
